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I often see posts on the support forums for how to move files back and forth between the XenEnterprise 
host server and other servers on the network. You can use various protocols like ftp or scp, but you have 
to change firewall settings.  XenEnterprise has the smbclient enabled by default.  

Here is how you can use the smbclient to save files out to a Windows File Share.  

1. Verify that you can connect to the Windows file share with a local account on the server. You 
can use Windows domain credentials, but in this example, we are using a local account for 
simplicity.  
 
 

 

 

2. Log in to the XenEnterprise server and let’s say that you want to tail a log file and save it to a 
text file to save off to a Windows file share to use.  
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3. Once you have your file generated, now connect to the Windows file share and save the file to 
the server.  The syntax is:  smbclient  -U <username> //server/share  In this example, my 
username is testuser.  
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4. Now that you are logged in to the Windows server successfully, copy the file to the Windows 
share. With the smbclient, use the put command with the filename to copy the file over.  
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5. To make sure that your file copied successfully, list the contents of the Windows share with the 
ls command.  
 

 
 
 

6. Next, we will use the get command to copy a file to our XenEnterprise server.  The syntax is get 
<filename>. 
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7. When you are finished with the Windows file share, type exit to end the connection.
